Eligibility requirements:

Before completing an Urban Forestry training program,
students should:

¢ Have the basic math and reading skills necessary to
perform the job.

e Complete the core curriculum and pass all written and
performance tests.

e Show valid proof of training in aerial rescue (e.g., Job Corps
aerial rescue training).

¢ Show valid proof of training in CPR (e.g., CPR training card).

® Bring the necessary equipment to complete the CTW
skills test: hardhat, safety glasses, work boots, climbing
rope, climbing saddle (harness), safety lanyard, handsaw
and scabbard, and approved snaps or carabiners.
