The Job Corps Carpentry career training 
program takes 8 to 12 months to complete and 
requires training in the following subject areas:
•	 Introduction to carpentry
•	Wood building materials, fasteners, and adhesives
•	Floor systems
•	Wall, ceiling, and roof framing
•	Windows and exterior doors
•	 Introduction to site layout
•	Foundations and flatwork
•	Concrete and manufactured forms
•	Exterior finishing
•	Roofing applications
•	Exterior thermal and moisture protection
•	Framing with metal studs
•	Drywall installation and finishing
•	 Interior finish: doors, suspended ceilings, trim
•	Stairs
•	Advanced roof and floor systems (optional)

Credentials:
Students who complete a Job Corps training program  
are eligible to receive the following credentials:
•	 �Construction Safety & Health OSHA 10-Hour Training
•	 �NCCER Core Curriculum Completion (for center-operated 

programs)
•	 �NCCER Level 1 Carpentry Completion (for center-

operated programs) 
•	 �NCCER Green Certificate of Completion (for center-

operated programs) 

Eligibility requirements:
Before completing a Carpentry training program, students should:
•	 �Have the basic math and reading skills necessary to 

perform the job.
•	 �Complete the core curriculum and pass all written and 

performance tests.
